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  2002 Introduction


  The motivation behind this update to the original book started when I first saw the book in the fall of 2000. I typed the entire original text into my computer and updated my line (I can be found at #388). I then decided to see if anyone else had done this and if I could find more information online. Through many e-mail messages and much searching I found a man who had made an attempt to update the original book by writing everyone with the last name of Dewing in 1980. Denis Eugene "Denny" Dewing (#351) is his name. He received over 100 responses to his letter that included many names, birth dates, and death dates. This provided a large base in which to start an update. I wrote my own letter to the 100's of Dewing's in the country in addition to the 100's of e-mail messages I sent. I also utilized many resources available online including the SSDI (Social Security Death Index). The result of combining Denny's correspondence, my correspondence, and information via the internet is what is contained in this book. Generally, I have given the sources for the information. There are some instances where I do not list a source that I had listed previously (One person updating many families).


  I would like to thank several people for their tremendous effort. Mary Dewing (#339) from Durham, NH, for all the information about the Adolphus line. Denny Dewing from Sherwood, WI, for all his correspondence, access to the Bacon genealogy, and his great willingness to help.


  Russell Dewing (#247) from Warren Center, PA, for doing an update to the line of George Albert Dewing forward (to which I am a part of). Ronald Dewing (#238 v.) from Olympia, WA, for giving me the Dalebout genealogy that details the Dewing family from Lloyd Dewing down. Martha Dewing (#258, ii.) in Rhinebeck, NY for providing colorful and encouraging conversation. All the people involved in doing the Hubert Leroy Dewing (#80) update. ALL those many people who have been patient and helpful over the last year in verifying dates and names and giving information generously.


  I have attempted to duplicate the look and feel of the original book but it was necessary to change some things. One major change the reader will notice is that the footnotes are now endnotes. Another is that there are many more pictures. Due to space limitations and lack of further information the "Notes on other English Dewing Families" have been removed. Enjoy!

  EXPLANITORY NOTE


  
    This Genealogy is arranged on what is known as the "Register plan," approved by the N. E. Historical Genealogical Society. The emigrant Andrew is 1. Following the sketch of his life are the names of his children (see page 1); the number prefixed to one or more of these children indicates that such a child becomes the head of a family, an account of which will be found under the corresponding number on a subsequent page. Thus, Andrew's son Jonathan, on page 1, has the number 3 at the left. On turning to page 4, under 3 in the middle of the line, his family will be found. There his son Jonathan is numbered 7; turning forward until 7 is found (see page 10), particulars concerning Jonathan are given; his son Daniel, (#17) if found in consecutive numerical order on page 31; and so of the other families.


    The italic names which follow the name of the head of the family show the direct line of descent from Andrew; thus Daniel (#17), page 22, is followed in italics by Jonathan,3 Jonathan,2 Andrew,1 signifying that Daniel4 was son of Jonathan,3 who was son of Jonathan,2 who was son of Andrew1; the small figures after the name show the generations, reckoning Andrew as the first.


    


    


    

  


  
    


    INTRODUCTION


  


  The collection of material for a Genealogy of the descendants of Andrew Dewing of Dedham, the results of which are given in the following pages, has occupied the leisure hours of the compiler for the last seven years. The foundation of the work was based on various manuscript notes made from time to time by late Benjamin H. Dewing, of revere (the father of the compiler), some of which may be found in the Library of the New England Historical Genealogical Society, on Somerset Street, Boston. He had successfully traced his direct ancestral line to the emigrant Andrew, but had given little study to the collateral lines of his descendants.


  To amplify and extend this material, and to bring those various lines down to the present time, as completely as possible, has been the effort of the compiler. In gathering this material he has been fairly successful, thanks to the assistance of various members of the family. With the exception of the descendants of William Dewing (son of Ephraim, #35), who seems to have gone to Central New York about 1850, and of the two younger sons (Leonard and Andrew) of Andrew (#14), concerning whom he has not been able to obtain any information beyond the dates of the birth of one and the baptism of both, as found in the Natick Records, the several lines of most of the male descendants of the first Andrew, and in large number of cases of the daughters also, are now traced.


  The compiler has generally given credit in the foot notes to authorities cited, and to correspondents, when information thus obtained has been utilized. His thanks are due to those who have kindly aided him in his researches. Special acknowledgment is made for aid received from Mrs. Mary Mindwell Holmes, daughter of the late John Dewing (#52); to the family of the late Rev. Thomas S. Dewing (#104), for notes which he had gathered; to the late Ely B. Dewing (#74), and to Mr. Albert E. Beckwith, of Elkhorn, WI. He is also indebted to George K. Clarke, Esq., for opportunities to consult the early Needham Church records of births and baptisms, 1728-1806; to Mr. Wm. P. Greenlaw, Librarian of the N. E. Historic Genealogical Society, and to Mr. Henry E. Woods, Editor of the Register, in which four generations of Andrew’s descendants were given, for valuable suggestions, and to Mr. Wm. T. R. Marvin, who has supervised the work of printing.


  It will be observed that we have avoided a definite statement in the text as to the maiden name of the first wife of Andrew. Some reason for believing that she was Lydia Goodnow (or Goodenough, as sometimes spelled), will be found in the end-note on page x, where it is dated that Lydia’s father was probably John Goodnow, of Sudbury, MA, who came in 1638 with his wife Jane and daughters Lydia and Jane, in the "Confidence;" he is called a husbandman, aged 42, and was therefore born about 1596. He was made a freeman June 2, 1641; selectman of Sudbury in 1644, and died there March 28, 1654, leaving a nuncupative will. His widow died July 15, 1666; her will, July 7, 1662 mentions her daughter Jane, wife of Henry Wight, of Dedham, and their children, but does not name Lydia; this omission is no doubt due to the fact that the latter died in 1651, if she was the wife of Andrew. Barry does not mention Lydia, but Roberts, in his History of the Ancient and Honorable Artillery Company, in which he calls Andrew, "Duren," says without qualification the he married Lydia Goodnow. We have been unable to learn his authority, and it has seemed best on the whole to leave this for further investigation. From the Dedham printed recorded (Vol. V., p. 214), it appears that his widow Ann was taxed as late as 1691; her death is not given in the town or church records.


  We find several references here and there in Volumes I, II, and IV of Dedham Town Records, printed under the supervision of Don Gleason Hill, to one Henry Duein – the name variously spelled – who was living there at the same time with Andrew. He was taxed there 1663 to 1670, inclusive; Dec 28, 1666, "Henry Duen is allowed to sojourn at House of Daniel Pond pvided he demeane himself as he ought." Dec. 20, 1667, "Henry Duein to have liberty to sojourn at house of Joh: Gay." April 14,1669, "Hen: Duen [allowed to] sojourn with his vnkle Haward both engaging to answer the Law." May, 1665, Henry Deuing signs a petition to the General Court, and a facsimile of his autograph is given in Volume IV, p.277. He is recorded on the same Records as having died Feb. 4,1708/9. Perhaps he went to Boston from Dedham, for we find in the Reports of the Record Commissioners of Boston (1881 and 1886), several references to one Henry Duen, Henry Dewin, and other spellings of the name, down to 1707. We have not been able to learn whether these two were identical, but as the name disappears from Boston records so short a time before the Dedham record of Henry's death, it seems probable that the Boston and Dedham entries refer to the same individual. We have also been unable to establish any relationship between this Henry of Dedham, and Andrew,1 though there is some ground for believing that they were connected. Savage thinks Henry may have been a son of Andrew, for reasons to be mentioned presently, but we find no allusion to the birth of such a son on the Dedham records.


  Henry's "Uncle Hayward" was doubtless John Hayward (or Heywood ), who was, according to Bond, a proprietor of Watertown in 1686-7. The Dedham records say "John Hayward of ye Church of Watertown was joined to ye fellowship of this Church 19 d. 11 mo. 1644." (Bond gives the year as 1649/50.) He was a man of some prominence in Dedham, and represented the town in the General Court. By his will, dated July 31,1672, and proved Feb.19, 1672/3, it appears that he was then of Charlestown, MA, and aged 79; he was therefore born about 1593; he died Dec 29, 1672. He married Mrs. Mary Judson, who died April 24, 1684. The executors were his widow and Rev. Samuel Phillips of Rowley. A half-sister of John married Rev. George Phillips. His Inventory shows he owned lands in Watertown, Dedham and Charlestown; some of the Dedham land was near, if not adjoining, Andrew Dewing's estate. He seems to have had no children of his own; his will names four children of his wife Mary –– sons, Thomas and Samuel Aldrich and daughters Sarah and Esther. He left £5 to "Henry Duren," and 20 shillings to each of the five children of "Andrew Duren," with other legacies. No relationship to Andrew appears in the will, but it will be seen that the total amount left to Andrew's five children is the same as that left to Henry individually. The only descendant of Andrew who bore the name of Henry, so far as we have been able to discover, was a grandson, born after Hayward died. To be a nephew of Hayward, Henry Dewing, by his name, must have been such by marriage; but we know nothing to show the name of Henry's father, or that the maiden name of Hayward's wife was Dewing; the relationship may have been by an earlier marriage. If a son of Andrew, it is difficult to see any reason why Henry received five times as much as either of his brothers or sisters, unless he was the eldest son. Henry was perhaps the son of a brother of Andrew, of which we have no evidence. These questions must be left for some future inquirer.


  There are other families in America who bear the name of Dewing, but who are not descendants, nor, so far as known, in any way connected with Andrew (1). Information concerning some of these has been obtained, and as these families are of English descent, -- showing that the name is preserved in the mother country, -- we place upon record a few of the data which have been furnished the compiler. A further and careful investigation of the facts thus supplied might possibly suggest the desired clue to the English home of the first settler, our ancestor Andrew, should some future student of the Dewing line be disposed to undertake an examination of the early parish registers in the neighborhoods where these later emigrants once resided, or to make a search for ancient Dewing wills. It is quite probable that such a search in the archives of Somerset House, London, which contain records whereby many American families have been enabled to find their ancestral home, would yield results of great interest and value.


  The importance to students of New England family history of these sources of knowledge, to which the late Mr. W. S. Appleton first called attention, has been demonstrated by Mr. Waters in his "Gleanings," and more recently by Mr. Lea, and other genealogists. The design of the compiler, however, did not include an attempt to trace the history of the Dewing family previous to the appearance of its founder in Dedham.


  The recent history of the Ancient and Honorable Artillery Company, of which Andrew1 was a member as stated above, says that he came from Lincolnshire. It is well known that for centuries there have been Dewings in the neighboring County of Norfolk (separated from Lincolnshire by "the Wash"), and a few notes on descendants of some of the Norfolk Dewings will be found in the Appendix to this volume. There is an ancient armorial family of this name, which has a seat at Carbrooke, whose arms are given by Burke, -- "Gules, on a chevron argent, three cinquefoils sable." "Crest, a greyhound's head erased, argent, collared and ringed gules." The same crest is given by Fairbairn (p.129), and other authorities.


  There was also a family with the name "Dewin," a spelling used on the Dedham records, in Gwinear, Cornwall, England, in the sixteenth century, given in the Visitation of that County in 1620 (edited by Vivian and Drake, and published in London, 1874), whose arms, both in tinctures and charges, are almost identical with those of the Norfolk family, the only difference being that the cinquefoils of the Cornwall family are "slipped" (having a stem, thus suggesting a flower). The similarity of these arms may possibly indicate that there was some connection, more or less distant, between these families, but we have no information on this point, and it would be foreign to the purpose of the compiler to discuss it. It is proper to add that no evidence whatever has been found, to show that Andrew of Dedham was even remotely connected with either the Norfolk or Cornwall branch of the families of his name.


  A common impression prevails among those who are not familiar with the laws of Heraldry, that armorial devices appertain to the name, but nothing is more erroneous. Burke has the arms


  of another Dewing family in England, which are entirely different from those described above,


  which have been given merely as of possible interest to the reader. While it may be that some of


  the descendants of the English branch in Norfolk who are given in the Appendix, may fairly claim a right to the Norfolk Dewing arms, that is matter of which we have no knowledge and express no opinion. It is certain that no descendant of Andrew has thus far proved any right to use them, and unless some future investigator shall discover the English home and ancestor, and be able to show that that ancestor had a right to armorial bearings, the use of either of the devices alluded to would imply a claim without foundation, a pretence without any justification.


  There is a tradition that Andrew Dewing doubted the equity of his title to the lands assigned him, bounded in part by the Charles River, and Dewing Brook (near Wellesley College), which rested upon the grants under the Royal Charter; that he might hold it with an easy conscience, he is said to have purchased it a second time from the Indian chief Waban, paying him therefor in blankets, tobacco, beads, etc., to the entire satisfaction of the original owner. Whether this be true we are unable to say, but it is clear that such a man would have scorned to use the armorial devices of a family to which he had no right, and we can hardly doubt that his descendants will be found equally conscientious.

  Andrew Dewing


  AND


  HIS DESCENDANTS.


  


  Andrew Dewing, the date and place of whose birth is unknown, appears on the Dedham, MA, "Towne Booke," among the subscribers to the "Covenant," as "Andr: Duein" The name is also variously spelled, in records of that town, Duing, Duinge, Dewin, Duin, Duen, Deuin, Dewein, Dueing, and Deuing. The date of his signing the Covenant does not appear. It is thought he settled in the part of Dedham that, in 1711, was set off as Needham. His name appears in Whitman's History of the Ancient and Honorable Artillery Company (2d ed., p. 143) as a member, in 1644, from Natick; but he probably resided nearer that place than the settlement at Dedham, and perhaps on what was afterward known as the Ridge Hill farm in Wellesley, part if not all of which was owned by the Dewing descendants until 1811. He was received into the First Church in Dedham, 19 d. 2 m. 1646; and was made freeman, May 6, 1646.


  The Dedham Town records say: "At a General Town Meeting 1651 ye First of the eleventh mo: called Januarie Andr: Duein [with five others] admitted Townesmen." He was elected surveyor at the same meeting, and was again elected to that office 1661; he was fence viewer for several years, and constable 1663 or '64; he also served the town on some important committees. On 14 d. 10 m. 1664, "A bill is orderd to be giuen to Andr. Duein to receaue of the Constable 20s for killing 2 woolues in the Towne." A report of Major Daniel Gookin presented to the Council, Nov. 10, 1676, regarding the disposition of Christian Indians at or near the close of the Indian war, 1676, mentions "a Second Company" who "were near Natick and garrison-house under the inspection of Andrew Dewin & his sons, who desired to live near them;" their number was "about fifty -- ten men & forty womin & children."


  In 1667, or earlier, he acquired rights with the other citizens of Dedham in what was later the town of Deerfield.


  At a Town Assembly to make the rate to pay for the purchase of the Indian rights at "paucomptucke" (Deerfield), 2, 8, 1667:


  "Vpon searious consideration and debateing the case respecting the payemt aboue specified it is concluded that the charge of that purchase must be defrayed by the ppriators in the Land at Pocomptucke, and to be assesed vpon them by the rule of Cow Comons, accounting 14 Acres or therabout to each Comon and that the Lands allready granted in sattisfaction to them that layed out the whole 8000 acres shall beare portion in this charge. acre for acre equally with each other acre there . . . 4s is asessed upon each Cow Comon". . . . "Andr: Duein assessed £01.00.00"


  The Dedham Records show the taxes charged against him for Country, town, and school rates in various years, from which it is evident that he was in comfortable circumstances. In 1662, 92 were assessed and his name is the twenty-seventh on the roll of the amounts paid; in 1673, in the rate for building a new meeting-house, etc., his tax rate is tenth on a list of 104; in 1675 it is eighth on a list of 102.


  His will, dated Sept. 8, and probated Oct. 30, 1677, is in Suffolk Co. Probate Records, vi: 207. His first wife, Lydia (––), died 13 d. 8 m. 1651; he married second, 10 d. 9 m. 1652, Ann Donstall. He died Sept. 16, 1677.


  WILL OF ANDREW DEWIN (DEWING) OF DEDHAM.


  In the year of our Lord one Thousand six hundred Seventy and seven The Eight day of the seventh month called September. I Andrew Dewin Of Dedham in the County of Suffolk in New England being weake in body Yet of ability of mind by the goodness of God doe make this my Last Will And Testament for the Settling of that Estate of which the Lord hath made me his Steward. And first of all my desire is to Commit my Soule into the hands of Jesus Christ my Savior and my body to the earth from whence it was taken therein to be intered after my decease in decent and Christian manner at the discretion of my Executrix.


  And my will is to Give and bequeath unto Anne my well beloved wife and to her dispose all my Estate whatsoever that I have not particularly disposed of in this my present will.


  Also I Give and bequeath unto my Eldest Son Andrew Dewin one parcell of Upland Containing forty Acres lying south east from my house and buildings upon Charles River on the south and Twelve acres of meadow lying in Severall parcels which said parcel of up land & meadow the above said Andrew & his heirs shall have the free use of during the time of my wifes Life at which time my will is to give the above said parcels of Lands with all the Improvements thereupon to Jonathan Dewin my youngest Son and his heirs for Ever.


  Also my will is to Give unto Andrew Dewin my Eldest sonn and to his heires for Ever all my houses and lands which my wife die Seezed of and further I Give unto Jonathan my youngest Sonn and to his heirs for Ever Twenty acres of my Land lying at Natick divident when he shall attain to Lawfull age. and the rest of my land in Natick divident I give unto the above said Andrew and his heirs forever.


  Also I Give unto Jonathan Dewin my youngest Sonn Twenty Pounds to be paid in Currant Country pay Tenn Pounds to be paid when he shall attain to Lawfull age & the other Tenn Pounds within Two Months after he is marryed.


  And further I do Give unto Lydia my Eldest daughter Twenty Pounds in Curant Country pay Five pounds of which shall be paid to her when She shall attaine to Lawfull age, and so five Every yeare after untill the full Summe of Twenty Pounds be fully paid.


  Also I Give unto my other Two Daughters Anne & Deborah each of them Twenty Pounds to be paid in Current Countrey pay five pounds of which shall be paid to each of them when they shall attaine to lawfull age and so five pounds Every year after untill the full summe of Twenty Pounds be paid to each of them.


  And I do appoint and ordaine Anne my well beloved wife to be my Sole Executrix for the performance of this my last will in all respects whatsoever. And for the Confermation of this to be my Last will I hereunto fix my hand & Seal the Eighth of the Seventh month Sixteen hundred seventy & seven.

He was a merchant in West Woodstock, CT, and owned the largest farm in the town in addition to his store. He presented to the Congregational Church in West Woodstock a bell for its meeting-house.   He married (2), Sept. 20, 1804, Mrs. Ada (Fisher), widow of Paul Mills, of Needham, and daughter of Jeremiah and Sarah (Dean) Fisher, born Sept. 9, 1769, in Dedham, MA (Fisher Gen.); died Jan.11, 1853. After the death of his father he went, when a lad of nine years, to live with Dea. Ephraim Wilson, of Dedham (Dover district), where he remained until the day of the battle of Bunker Hill, when, as he was an enrolled member of the Natick company under command of Capt. James Mann, Col. Samuel Bullard's regiment, he probably went with them to Cambridge, where he remained, and joined the expedition to Quebec under command of General Arnold. He was present at the assault on that place, and is said to have been near General Montgomery when he fell; from Quebec he went to Ticonderoga, and was on the height opposite, since known as Mount Independence, when the Declaration of Independence was received.


  He afterwards joined the Continental forces under General Washington, and was present at the battle of White Plains, NY, in the crossing of the Delaware river, and at Trenton and Princeton, NJ. After the expiration of a year's service he returned home, and enlisted a second time Aug. 15, 1777, in Capt. Aaron Smith's company, Col. Benj. Gill's regiment, sent to reinforce the Northern Army under General Gates, where he was again under the command of General Arnold, and served in that campaign till after the surrender of General Burgoyne; he was discharged Nov. 19, 1777; service 8 months, 27 days, travel included; he re-enlisted Aug. 18, 1779, in Capt. Luke Howell's company, Col. Nathan Tyler's regiment, service 8 months, 18 days in Rhode Island; his name appears as a sergeant in the same company, on the pay roll for Dec., 1779, allowing 1 month, 3 days service in Rhode Island. March 19, 1779, the town of Needham voted to him and Elman5 Tolman (see 5, iii, 7), a bounty of £6. 13s. 4d. each, "for going into the Continental service for one year in 1776" (Needham Town recs., vol. iii.: pp. 181, 184). "Commissioned ensign 2d regiment, 1st division MA State militia, Dec. 2, 1794; promoted lieutenant May 5, 1797; captain in the 2d regiment, 2d brigade, 1st division, Sept. 2, 1800; date of discharge not given on roster, probably 1803." He was constable for the westerly part of the town in 1785; chosen one of three tything-men in 1790, and assessor 1796; he was one of a committee of three in Fisher's school district to secure teachers and provide wood for the school houses in 1792, '94 and '95; one of a committee of five "to build new school houses where needed, and repair those that need repairing " in 1795. He was chosen one of the highway surveyors March 10, 1800, and 1800-1 and '05, one of the school committee for the south district; he served the town on other committees and in minor offices. He resided on the farm inherited from his father's estate, which included the portion of his two brothers and sister, which he purchased Dec. 30, 1795 (Norfolk Co. Reg. of Deeds, vol. iv: p. 200). From deeds of land he conveyed to others at various times, he appears to have owned about 200 acres, the last of which he sold to Ethel Jennings and son, of Natick, Dec. 28, 1811; this is thought to have been the last of the homestead land once owned by Andrew1 Dewing, and occupied by some of each of the four succeeding generations. He removed to the easterly part of the town, where he resided until

Benj. Caryl, of Dover, MA, Betty Reed, died Sept. 10, 1844 (the same day with her husband), aged 75. They resided in Dover, Bellingham and Medway. He was a farmer, and owned land in Dover, which he sold Dec. 11, 1799. (Norfolk Co. Reg. of Deeds, vol. xv: p. 122.) later he owned a small place in Medway, which was disposed of by his son, Elisha Dewing, who was named the executor. His will was proved Nov. 5, 1844.


  He enlisted Sept. 24, 1778, in Capt. Abel Richards' company, Col. Jonathan Cogswell's regiment, and was discharged Oct. 1, 1778, after nine days service with guards at Boston. The "Norwich Courier," of April 23, 1883, contained a tribute to his memory, from which the following is compiled: ––Andrew Dewing died, after a painfull illness of sixty days, in Westminster Society, Canterbury, whither his father removed in 1813, having purchased it of the Rev. Mr. Staples, when Andrew was about four years old; Here he was reared and educated in the craft of his father, who was a blacksmith. He worked at his father's forge unti1 he was of age, and then remained for two or three years longer, when he settled in Collinsville, CT, in the employment of the Collinsville Company, which manufactured axes, cutlery, etc. While there he married, and several of his children were born there. At the close of his engagement he bought a farm in Tolland, and moved thither with his wife and family. He was successful in business, but did not remain long among the hills of Tolland; in 1851, with his friend Dr. Eaton, he went to California, and added largely to his fortune, but the health of his wife compelled him to return the following year, and she died soon after. About three years after his second marriage he bought his father's homestead in Westminster, and resided there until his death. He was one of the pillars of the Westminster church, a man of deeds rather than words, a wise and safe counsellor, modest and retiring, never courting popularity nor seeking display, but never shrinking from duty, even in the face of ridicule. A Christian patriot, he lent a strong and ready helping hand in the Civil war; he was a great reader of history, and was well informed upon the progress of Christian missions. He will long be remembered for his gentle and genial ways.

  "Mr. Dewing was always a resident of North Brookfield, and was educated in its public schools, but spent one year at Pierce Academy, in Middleboro, MA. In 1857 he entered the employment of the firm of E. & A. H. Batcheller, in their large shoe manufactory, where he remained for thirty-seven consecutive years, during thirty of which he had charge of the stitching or fitting-room, with one hundred employees. He was elected selectman in 1872, and held the position for the next ten years, a part of the time as chairman. He was one of the board of assessors, a trustee of the Public Library, and held other offices in the town. In the fall of 1896 he was elected to represent the fourth district of Worcester Co. in the Massachusetts Legislature, and Was re-elected the following year by an almost unanimous vote, there being only twelve opposition votes. He was one of the directors of the North Brookfield Railroad corporation from its organization in 1875 until his death, and was treasurer of the company for twenty-one years previous to his death. He was a member of Meridian Sun Lodge of Masons, and of Woodbine Lodge of Odd Fellows. For thirty-eight yearn he was a member of the First Congregational Parish of North Brookfield, and was chairman of its standing committee for several years. He was a companionable man, a lover of a bright story or a pleasing anecdote. As a husband and

Jonathan Richards, of Dedham, to do such work on his farm as a lad of that age was able; here he remained for two years or more, under a somewhat strict discipline, for which, in his later life, he was always thankful. He then learned the mason's trade, which included brick-laying, plastering and lathing, at which he continued to work, much of the time in Boston, on small contracts of his own and others, until the fall of 1841. He then purchased a small farm in Chelsea, MA, in that part of the town which in 1845


  was set off as North Chelsea (receiving in 1871 the name of Revere); to this he added some


  twenty acres by two sub sequent purchases. Here he continued to reside for the remainder of his life, and was engaged in the raising of fruit and vegetables. March 5, 1848, he was elected one of


  the assessors, chairman of the school committee, and a constable; in March, 1850, he was chosen a selectman, and also an assessor and constable. April 14, 1852 after the town of Winthrop was


  set off from North Chelsea, he was elected town treasurer, and continued to hold that office until
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  after the close of the Civil war in 1865, when he declined be a candidate for further service. In November, 1854, he was selected to represent the town in the Legislature. He was appointed a justice of the peace Jan. 30, 1857, and recommissioned until January, 1878; he was also one of the coroners of Suffolk County from April 10, 1860, until the office was abolished. During the depressed condition of the Lynn & Boston Railroad Company he became president of the road, and by his energy infused new life into the corporation, and placed it on a paying basis.


  He was treasurer of the Evangelical Congregational Society Revere from April, 1860, until April, 1887, with the exception of two years when he declined to serve, –– a period of twenty-five years. He was much interested in the genealogy of the family and contributed to the Dedham Transcript numerous and valuable historical, biographical and genealogical notes, not only on his direct ancestral lines, but also on collateral lines with which was connected. An obituary notice, printed shortly after his death, described him as "a man of sterling qualifies of head and heart, and .... a self-reliant and worthy member of the community. He was a man of positive convictions, and always voiced those convictions with directness of diction and expression, new faltering in his opposition to what he deemed wrong, but there was no ‘root of bitterness’ in his disposition."

Dewing, a building for the use of ministers and missionaries, and known as the "Dewing Memorial," has been erected in Revere, at a cost, including the land, of about $17,000.   THE last Will and Testament of Andrew Dewin Senr. of Needham. Husbandman, made in the year of our Lord 1717. January 14th. Allthough at the day of the date hereof I am in a very weak and low Condition as to my body and in and under the visiting hand of God and concluding that God is now calling me out of this world; Yet, through the goodness of God to me I am now in the Injoyment of the use of understanding, reason and memory; I therefore account it both duty and prudence to be preparing for my departure out of this world. And whereas I consist of an Imortal Soul and Earthly Body my desire is, that at my departure out of this world my Soul may return to God that gave it to me, and be received into those mansions -- prepared for such an Appointed Vessels of honour. My Body to be Committed to the Earth there to remain until the Resurrection and then both Soul and Body to be raised incorruptable and Improved in the Gloryfying and praising of my Creator, and Redeemer, to Eternity.


  NOW as for my wordly Estate of Lands and Chattels which the Lord hath given me my mind and will is as followeth Vizt. Now as for my Two Daughters namely Easter and Dorothy my mind and Will is, that my youngest Daughter Dorothy be made equal with my Eldest Daughter Easter, in which she hath already had of my Estate and then that Easter my Eldest Daughter and Dorothy my youngest Daughter have each of them five pounds apeice in money out of my Estate paid to them by Edmund Dewin my Youngest Son within three years after my Decease.
